They lugged their trol-
ley bags containing 
blood pressure mea-
suring instruments 
and body fat weighing 

scales. They go from door to 
door in the Yuhua Constituency 
in the western part of Singapore.

No, they are not peddling 
any products. Rather they are the 
volunteers, 28 of them, from the 
various local Adventist churches. 
They are passionate and com-
mited to serving the community. 

On that one Sunday after-
noon they provided free health 
screening for some 65 residents 
and enrolled 28 of them for the free 
health correspondence course.

This is the beginning of the pilot 
project which will see health screen-
ing provided for a total of 1,000 units 
in the 16 blocks of flats under the 
Yuhua Zone 7 Residents’ Commit-
tees (RCs). These seven RCs orga-
nized zonal and constituency projects 
and activities to meet the social, edu-
cational and recreational needs of the 
residents. This project is jointly organ-
ised by the Adventist Community Ser-

vices in collaboration with the Jurong 
English and the Chinese Adventist 
Churches, the Yuhua Citizens’ Consul-
tative Committee and the Yuhua RCs. 

The residents of Yuhua are 
very receptive to our services and 
many even look forward to our visit.

More visits have been sched-
uled for April 4, April 19, May 17, 
June 7 and June 21, 2009. You 
are invite to join us for this excit-
ing experince.

Sharing the report as pub-
lished in The Straits Times of Janu-
ary 12, 2009, Pastor Danson Ng in 
his welcoming remarks touched on 
the importance of health screening.

The Straits Times reported an 
alarming statistics of 38% of those 
who responded to the Health Promo-
tion Board Health Screening found out 
for the first time they had either dia-
betes or high blood pressure or both. 

As pointed by John Che-
ang the opportunity to minister in 
the community was God-provided. 

Ms Karen Seng, a member of 
the Balestier Adventist Church en-
couraged the participants by shar-
ing her own experience going door 
to door rendering blood pressure 
screening during the June holidays. 

Dr. Tan Pik Yee provided 
key information on hypertension 
to equip participants with a bet-
ter understanding of the disease. 

There was ample opportu-
nity for everyone to learn how to 
take blood pressure and measure 
body fats. At the end of the ses-
sion many volunteers felt confident 
enough to sign up for actual health 
screening events to take place soon.

One of such events was the 
March 22, 2009 door-to-door health 
screening in the Yuhua constituency. 
The other one will be held in connec-
tion with the Mark Finley’s evangelistic 
meetings from April 24 to May 3, 2009.
